	Context:

· Students have been working on their persuasive essays for approximately 8 weeks.
· Students need practice writing a thesis statement, an introductory paragraph, body, and conclusion.
· Students are in the final stages of their essays.

	Objectives:

1. Students will be able to write a thesis statement that is narrow in scope.
2. Students will be able to read for meaning.
3. Students will be able to write a persuasive essay that uses research to support a thesis statement.

	Description

	1
	10-15 minutes
	As students enter, I will hand them their bell ringers.

Bell Ringer #10: “If you could, which movie star would you choose to be your best friend? Why?”

Once students are finished with their bell ringer, I will collect them.

After the bell ringers are put away, I will collect their essays.

	2
	25-30 minutes
	Next, students will get up and give a brief description of the novel they brought to class for the book swap. While students are speaking, other students will keep track of the novels they may be interested in reading.

	3
	25-30 minutes
	Next, after students are done presenting, I will ask each student (1 at a time) to hold up his/her book and ask if anyone wants to read that particular book. If only one student wants the book, s/he gets the book. However, if more than one student wants the book, they will have a short competition to get the book. Whoever answers the question correctly will win the book.

If any student does not bring a book to class, I will choose a book for him/her to read from my own collection.

	5-10 minutes
